In continuation of the letter mentioned above subsequent discussions with the senior Officers of the Departments,
we are to intimate that 2 (two) posts of Deputy Director, 2(two) posts of Asst Director of Social Welfare, under Directorate
of Social Welfare are lying vacant from 01.10.12, owing to retirement of the earlierincumbents on superannuation.

In this connection we are to once again bring to your kind notice that promotional avenue available to the
members of WBISWS are extremely limited. Only a few promotional posts of Deputy Director/ Asst Director of Social
Welfare etc. are available for promotion to them. Under the present situation members of WISWS are getting the first
opportunity of promotion after serving at least 25 years.

Under the present circumstances, our members have already been kept deprived of this long awaited small
benefit for more than 8 months and thereby are being subjected to increasing Direct Financial loss.

In view of the above, we demand that immediate arrangement be made for filling up of the said Posts of Deputy
/ Asst Director of Social Welfare, and resultant vacancy of Special officer Il with retrospective effect.

We are to request you to please recall our earlier letter on the subject as mentioned above.

It is learnt that a proposal for formation of Management Unit to oversee the implementation of the
‘Kanyasree’ programme has been initiated wherein sanction has been sought for creation of 20 (twenty) District
Level posts of Project Manager. It is also learnt that provision has not been proposed for filling up of the new
posts from the officers of WBJSWS / Officers promoted from WBJSWS.

There is hardly any doubt in any quarter that work load of the District Level officers of our Department
specially that of the DSWOs are extremely high and the need for creation of additional post at District level has
long been accepted. But we were told over the years that creation is difficult until financial position of the State
Government improves and accordingly our colleagues are compelled to continue shouldering the huge respon-
sibility. Now when the long awaited opportunity has arrived, the officer of our service has not been considered
for the post. This decision has been taken as a rude shock by the members of our service and reaction of utter
dismay and frustrations have started pouring in from all corners of the state. Some of them even raised appre-
hension, as to whether this decision be read as a sign of lack of faith of our highest Departmental Authority on
the officers of our service. However, we want to be optimistic and trust that the relentless service put in by most
of our colleagues at the face of huge shortage of manpower / lack of infrastructure in maintaining the flow of
service of the schemes / programmes implemented by our Departments will not be over looked and appropri-
ate measures will be taken for redress of the grievance of the members of our service.

Under the circumstances, we are to request you to kindly reconsider the decision and to make necessary
arrangement for posting of officers of WBJSWS / Officers promoted from WBJSWS in the posts of District Level
Project Manager.

We hope that our proposal, will be favorably considered and with due participation of the officers
belonging to the Departmental Service posted at all levels, the ‘Kanyasree’ programme will be a success and
implementation of all departmental programs will improve considerably as well.

In fine, we are to submit that we tried to present our views in this regard to you through a team of
deputationists on 16.07.13 but the attempt did not materialize. We would request you to consider sparing time
for discussion at an early date.

It is being observed by the Department that the proposals
relating to shifting of the project office, hiring of a new premises
for office accommodation, fixation of fair rent for the office
premises, enhancement of rent after the expiry of every 5 years
and also change of ownership in the event of the demise of the
landlord/landlady of an office premises are being forwarded by
the CDPOs of different ICDS Projects without endoresement of
concerned DMs as well as not supported with requisite
documents. This is resulting in a severe inconvenience in the
process of the finalization of these cases and are getting delayed.
Now for systematic dispensation of all these cases it has been
decided by the Governmentin the Deptt. of Women & Child
Dev. and Social Welfare that all the proposals must henceforth
be endoresed by the respective DMs aqnd forwarded to this
Department alongwith the documents mentioned below :
Documents to be submitted in respect of hiring of a new
premises and shifting to any suitable premises :

1. Consent letter of the landlord/landlady.

2. Sketch-map of the proposed premises showing therein the
total carpet area measured by the concerned Special LAO/LA
Collector and also the detailed land schedule.

3. Rent certificate of the Special LAO/LA Collector with the
assessment of rent for the said premises.

Documents to be submitted in respect of rent enhancement
proposals :

1. A copy of the last sanction order issued by the Department.

2. A copy of “Rent Certificate: issued by the concerned
Special LAO/LA Collector with enhancement not exceeding 20%
of'the existing rent.

3. A copy of the rent enhancement petition submitted by the
concerned landlord/landlay to the CDPO on the bagsis of which
the rent for the office premises has been revised by the Special
LAO/LA Collector.

4. A “Maintenance Certificate” to be furnished by the
concerned CDPO to the effect that the normal repairing works
of the offices premises had been properly undertaken by the
concerned landlord/landlady during the last 5 years’ span of
tenancy.

Documents to be submitted in respect of the change of
ownership of an office premises :

1. Attested copy of the “Death Certificate” of the landlord/
landlady.

2. In case of giving power of attorney by the owner, certified
copy of the general power of attorney in respect of the person
upon whom the ownership of the premises would devolve.

MEMORANDUM

The question of Education Qualification, prescribed Age
Limit and Retirement Age of Anganwadi Workers and
Anganwadi Helpers under the ICDS scheme has been under
active consideration of this Department for quite some time
past. Govt. of India after receiving several representations from
different States/UTs for revisiting the education qualifications
and upper(Maximum) age limit of Anganwadi Workers and
Anganwadi helpers has also framed new guidelines under the
restructed ICDS scheme.

In pursuance of Govt. of India’s Guidelines issued in terms
of NO.1-1/2007-CD-1(Vol.IT) dated 01.03.2013 and in partial
modification of this Deptt. Memorandum No. 288-SW dated
25.01.2006 it has now been decided that the lower age limit for
recruitment to the posts of Anganwadi Workers and
AnganwadiHelpers will be 18-35 years and maximum age limit
for discontinuation from the honorary work of AWWs and
AWHs under ICDS will be 65 years for all new recruits w.e.f.date
of issue of this notification. It is also to be mentioned that the
Minimum Educational Qualification for recruitment to the posts
of Anganwadi Workers as well as Anganwadi Helpers belonging
to candidates of all categories (i.e. General, SC, ST, OBC etc.)
will be Class-X Passed (Matriculation) w.e.f. issue of this
Notification.

All previous Memoranda, Order, G>0>s issued in this
regard shall stand superseded.

With reference to Govt. of India’s letter No.1-8/2012-CD-1 dated 22.10.2012 and dated 11.2.2013, I am directed to say that five
districts of West Bengal viz.Burdwan, Uttar Dinajpur, Cooch Behar, South 24-Pgs. and Jalpaiguri have been inclused in the group
of 80 high burden districts on the basis of two key indicators of development viz. under nutrition and anemia prevalent among
children and women for implementation of revised SNP norms in the 2™ phase (2012-14) with enhanced financial support.

In view of above, I am directed by order of the Governor to say that the Governor has been pleased to enhance the rates of
Supplementary Nutrition under ICDS beneficiaries in five high burden districts viz. Burdwan, Uttar Dinajpur, Cooch Behar, South
24-Pgs. and Jalpaiguir as per the following table :

The undersigned is directed to say that the Governor
has been pleased to enhance the present limit of financial power
of District Masgistrates and Head of the Department (other
than Commissioner/Secretary) to sanction ‘Office Rent’ as
mentioned at item no. 27(a) of Schedule ‘A’ under rule 18 of
Delegation of Financial Power Rules, 1977 as laid down in
Finance Department’s Memo No. 2169-F(Y) dated, the 13™
March,2013.

Now, this Department is hereby authorised the Digtrict
Magistrates of all the districts of West Bengal to sanction rent
upto Rs.8000/- (Rupees eight thousand) only per month per
house for office under their jurisdictions. If the monthlyu rent
of a hired premises exceeds Rs.8000/-, the respective Divisional
Commissioner will sanction the rent of that premises other than
the set up of Land Land Reforms Department. In the case of
fixing rent of different offices under Land & Land Reforms
Department, the Director, Land Records & Surveys will sanction
rent if it ranges between Rs.8000/- and Rs.10,000/- per month
per house. Ifthe rent exceeds Rs.10,000/- (Rupees ten thousand)
only, the Land Reforms Commissioner, Land & Land Reforms
Department will sanction the rent. If the property is within the
jurisdiction of Kolkata Municipal Corporation, the rent will be
sanctioned by the Land Reforms Commissioner, Land & Lands
Reforms Department.
